1. New document numbers and dates have been added as follows:

Master Agreement

Apart from minor editorial and citation changes, the new Master Agreement has been modified to reflect the following:

1. Cover Page.  The new document number and date for the Master Agreement is FTA MA(11), October 1, 2004.  A new FTA website address has been added.

2. Preface.  Because TEA-21 has expired, reference is added to any Surface Transportation Extension Act or similar statute that may be signed into law.

3. Subsection 3.f.  This subsection has been modified to clarify that the criminal fraud statute, the provisions of 18 U.S.C. § 1001 applies to all agreements with and other submissions to FTA.  The provisions of 18 U.S.C. § 1001 are not limited to agreements and submissions in connection with projects financed with Federal assistance appropriated for  49 U.S.C. § 5307.

4. Subsection 5.c.  This subsection has been revised to state that the local share is due when the Recipient incurs Project costs or when project expenses are due, unless FTA expressly approves the deferral of the local share.

5. Subsection 9.c(9).  A reference to the newly updated OMB cost circulars, OMB Circulars A-21, A-87, and A-122, has been added.`

6. Subsection 13.a.  Legal citations in the Planning and Private Enterprise section have been clarified by removing reference to proposed regulation changes that have been withdrawn.

7. Subsection 15.b.  A reference to the newly updated debarment and suspension rule has been added.

8. Subsection 16.c.  In accordance with the U.S. Department of Treasury’s request, FTA no longer permits cross border lease transactions, or other leveraged lease transactions.

9. Section 34.  This subsection reflects the promulgation of the Department of Transportation’s Sensitive Security Information (SSI) regulations under new authority established by 49 U.S.C. § 40119(b), and the Transportation Security Administration’s updated SSI regulations.

10. Subsection 35.e. has been revised to explain that in the case of a Recipient serving an urbanized area with a population of 200,000 or more, only capital security projects may be funded with the 1% of urbanized area formula funds set side in compliance with 49 U.S.C. § 5307(d)(1)(J).

11. Subsection 35.f(1).  The phrase “unless permitted otherwise by Federal law” has been added to clarify that, apart from the exceptions within 49 U.S.C. § 5307, FTA cannot permit the use of 49 U.S.C. § 5307 funds for operating assistance, unless so permitted by subsequent Federal law and by FTA.

12. Former Subsection 35.h.  Because the criminal fraud provisions of 18 U.S.C. § 1001 apply to all submissions to FTA and is referenced in Subsection 3.f of the Master Agreement, the special fraud provision for urbanized area formula program has been deleted as superfluous.
13. Section 46.  This section pertaining to FTA’s electronic management system has been divided into two parts:

a. Subsection a. continues the use requirements and restrictions of previous Master Agreements.

b. Subsection b clarifies that the usage of terms in the FTA TEAM system does not necessarily establish the meaning of the terms when those terms are used by FTA in other contexts.
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
