2007 Reverse Trade Delegation from Nanjing, China

From 18-25 July 2007, The Federal Transit Administration (FTA) hosted a reverse trade delegation from Nanjing, China.  Nanjing, which has a population of about 6 million, is located in southeast China, in the heart of its fast-growing automotive manufacturing zone.  It was the second stop on FTA’s trade mission to China in 2006.  The 12-member delegation, composed of representatives from local government, transportation providers, and the private sector, visited Washington, New York, and San Francisco.  Their trip included visits to FTA headquarters and regional offices and transit agencies, as well as meetings with potential US business partners.  The delegation was particularly interested in US laws, policies and practices in the area of mobility access for persons with disabilities, and had several productive meetings with companies that supply equipment or technology used in transporting the disabled. A delegation from Nanjing expects to attend the American Public Transportation Association Annual Meeting and EXPO in San Diego in 2008, where the products and services of over 700 US transit firms will be displayed.
