2008 Reverse Trade Mission from Nigeria.

A five-member delegation from Abuja, Nigeria, visited the United States from February 18 to February 28.  The delegation was led by Christopher Chigboh, Secretary of Transportation for the Federal Capital Territory.  The delegation met with FTA and APTA officials in Washington, D.C.  The delegation then visited Miami-Dade Transit Authority, Utah Transit Authority (UTA), and the San Francisco Municipal Transportation Agency (SFMTA).  The delegation met with the general managers from each transit authority and their staff to discuss planning, financing, public-private partnerships, and maintenance.  The delegation also had site visits of the transit authorities’ maintenance facilities.
