Brief of Civil Rights Requirements for FTA Grant Recipients
1) Title VI Program – All FTA recipients

· Expires every 3 years, must be updated 30 days prior to expiration
2) Disadvantaged Business Enterprise (DBE) – All FTA recipients receiving planning, capital and/or operating assistance who will award contracts exceeding $250,000 in FTA funds in a Federal fiscal year (vehicle purchase excluded). 
· 49 CFR, Part 26
· Program (49 CFR, Part 26.21, Subpart B)
· One-time submission, does not expire
· Significant changes must be submitted for approval
· Annual Goal (49 CFR, Part 26.45, Subpart C)
· Uses current market to calculate percentage of FTA funds that will be expended with certified DBE’s during a Federal fiscal year.
· FINAL GOAL, including public comments, is submitted to FTA on August 1st prior to the start of the fiscal year for approval. (Part 26.45 (f)(1))
· Recipients who reasonably anticipate awarding $250,000 or less in FTA funds in contracts in a Federal fiscal year are not required to develop an overall goal for that fiscal year, but should submit a brief justification by August 1st.
· Semi-Annual Report (Uniform Report of DBE Awards or Commitments and Payment)
· Due to FTA June 1st and December 1st of each year an annual goal is submitted.
3) Equal Employment Opportunity (EEO) Program – FTA recipients with 50 or more transit-related employees and (1) received $1 million or more in capital or operating assistance, or (2) received $250,000 or more in planning assistance during the previous fiscal year.
