FINDING OF NO SIGNIFICANT IMPACT

MARKET STREET PLAZA IMPROVEMENT

GREATER DAYTON REGIONAL TRANSIT AUTHORITY (GDRTA)

Based upon the attached Environmental Assessment, herein incorporated by reference, it is the Federal Transit Administration’s finding that there will be no significant impacts on the environment associated with the development of this proposed project if the following mitigation measures are taken:

1. Traffic During Construction - The GDRTA will create alternative bus routes due to the impact that will be caused by the closing of Market Street during construction.  In addition GDRTA will ensure that construction will be restricted during peak morning and evening traffic as well as for special downtown events.

The GDRTA will install traffic signals at mid-block on Jefferson Street between Third and Fourth Streets and at mid-block on Third Street between Jefferson and Main Streets.  These mid-block traffic signals will maintain traffic flow and allow the transit traffic to exit and enter onto the newly aligned Market Street.

The GDRTA will also erect a covered walkway on Jefferson Street to maintain the pedestrian traffic on the western side of Jefferson, between Third and Fourth Streets.
2. Traffic Impacts – The GDRTA will put a traffic signal mid-block along Third Street between Main Street and Jefferson Streets to allow traffic to exit Market Street.

3. Hazardous Materials – The Phase I site assessment of the overall site indicated the possibility of the presence of asbestos and lead based paint in the building currently known as the Wright Stop Plaza Building.  However, none was discovered in the area where the current project is planned.  GDRTA will ensure that the Wright Stop Plaza Building will not be impacted by the construction of the Market Street project.  GDRTA confirmed that all known asbestos containing material, lead based paint, and PCB’s were removed or safely resolved at the time the Wright Stop Plaza Building was constructed.
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4. Historic Resources – GDRTA will ensure that any and all buildings listed on the National Register of Historic Places within the project area will be avoided and not impacted.  Furthermore, GDRTA commits to not physically impacting any existing building within the project area besides 21 S. Jefferson Street, also known as the Benbow Building, which will be demolished as part of this project.

Construction - The GDRTA through the City of Dayton Department of Public Works will ensure that all project activities comply with the applicable City Ordinances, local guidelines, government regulations, and that all applicable permits are obtained prior to demolition and construction.
