Emergency Supplemental Grants

in Response to the September 11, 2001 Terrorist Attacks
In response to the tragic events of September 11, 2001, Congress passed a number of supplemental appropriations that fund transit system improvements in the New York area and throughout the country.  Immediately following the attacks, on September 18, 2001, Congress passed the “2001 Emergency Supplemental Appropriations Act for Recovery from and Response to Terrorist Attacks on the United States” which made $10 million available to the Washington Metropolitan Area Transportation Authority as part of Public Law Public Law 107-38.  

On January 10, 2002, Congress passed the “Department of Defense and Emergency Supplemental Appropriations for Recovery from and Response to Terrorist Attacks on the United States Act, 2002” (Public Law 107-117).  This Act made funds available for three public transportation-related programs: 

· Security Readiness and Emergency Response Planning at transit agencies around the country ($23,500,000),

· Capital Investment Grants ($100,000,000) for public transportation projects in the New York-New Jersey metropolitan area, and 

· Ferry Grants ($100,000,000) for the operation and construction of ferries and ferry facilities in the New York-New Jersey metropolitan area.  This appropriation for ferry grants was made to FHWA, but that agency made an allotment of $78,000,000 to FTA to administer.

On August 2, 2002, Congress passed the “2002 Supplemental Appropriations Act for Further Recovery From and Response to Terrorist Attacks on the United States” which made $4.55 billion available to the New York City area to rebuild and enhance the transportation infrastructure in Lower Manhattan.  Projects will include the PATH Terminal at the World Trade Center site, the Fulton Street Transit Center, the South Ferry Station, and modifications to West Street.   Congress appropriated $1.8 billion to FTA and $2.75 billion to FEMA.  Given the longer term nature of these projects, FEMA asked FTA to administer these funds.
