OVERVIEW

BACKGROUND

The State Management Review is one of the Federal Transit Administration’s (FTA) management tools for examining performance of a state or territory's management practices and program implementation of the FTA funded transit and planning programs.  It ensures that the programs are administered in accordance with 49 U.S.C. Chapter 53, Federal transit law provisions. As the Common Rule gives states and territories more flexibility in managing aspects of their FTA funded programs, the workshop also clarifies requirements as they apply to states.


WHO SHOULD ATTEND?

These workshops are designed for State DOT professionals who manage FTA funded programs or projects, or manage transit service or compliance programs. The workshops should help attendees broaden their understanding of the Federal rules and regulations that shape and define their programs. Priority for space will be given to those grantees scheduled for a State Management Review in 2012.

WORKSHOP LEADERS

Each workshop will be conducted by transit professionals who are reviewers for the FTA's SMR program. The instructors will provide guidance in each of the areas to be reviewed, answer questions and share industry best practices. Staff from the FTA attend the workshops to answer questions about the SMR, assist grantees in any area related to their FTA grant program, and refer to printed guidelines or other resources should you require additional information.

WORKSHOP AGENDA

Participants should check-in no later than 8:00 am, which is also when a continental breakfast is provided.  The workshop will begin promptly each morning at 8:30 am. and end at 5:00 pm.  Breaks are provided during both the morning and afternoon sessions and participants are free to have lunch on their own.  The workshop content will cover each of the review areas of the State Management Review over the two-day period.  There will also be a brief presentation by a representative from the OIG.  Participant questions and group discussion will be accommodated as time allows.

The Affinia Manhattan Hotel is across from Penn Station and close to most subway lines, making it easy to explore the New York City’s most exciting neighborhoods and attractions such as Madison Square Garden, the Empire State Building, shopping on Fifth Avenue, Chelsea art galleries, Broadway, and Times Square.
The workshop is free of charge but participants are responsible for their own room and board. Most workshop attendees are commuting; however, the Affinia does offer a government rate of $204/night, plus tax, for single occupancy. There is not a block of guest rooms for the workshop so please make your hotel reservations as early as possible.  Valet parking is $52 per day. There is a garage on 31st Street right next to the hotel with hourly rates. The cost for 8 hours of parking would be $32.

Public Transportation:

· 34th Street Penn Station – Subway services lines 1, 2, 3 (hotel is 2 blocks down 7th avenue)
· New York Penn Station – From station, head southeast on Penn Plaza towards 7th Avenue/Fashion Avenue. Turn right on 7th Avenue (0.3 miles).
Driving Directions:
· From Long Island: Take I-495 west to Midtown Tunnel. Exit tunnel and stay in lane. Go left toward downtown; turn right onto E 35th Street and go straight to 7th Avenue. Turn left onto 7th Avenue and follow to 31st Street & 7th. Hotel is on east side of 7th Avenue. 
· From New Jersey: Take the N.J. Turnpike ramp toward New York and North. Merge onto I-95 N/New Jersey Turnpike North toward I-80/Exits 15E-18E/US-46/Lincoln Tunnel (portions toll). Take exit 16E toward Lincoln Tunnel/New York City and keep left to take NJ-495 E/Lincoln Tunnel. Take the exit on the left toward I-495 E/42nd Street/Rt-9A/All Points. Stay straight to go onto Dyer Avenue. Turn right onto W 40th Street; turn right onto 9th Avenue; turn left onto W 38th Street and then turn right onto 7th Avenue. Follow to 31st and & 7th. Hotel is on east side of 7th Avenue. 
· From JFK Airport: Start out going southeast. Turn slightly left to take the ramp toward Airport Exit/Other Terminals. Stay straight to go onto JFK Expressway. Merge onto I-678 N/Van Wyck Expressway toward Airport Exit/Return to Terminals/Long Term Parking/Rental Car Returns. Merge onto Grand Central Parkway W via exit 10 on the left toward La Guardia Airport/Triboro Br. Take the I-495/Long Island Expressway and take exit 10E-W toward Eastern Long Island/Manhattan. Merge onto I-495 W via exit 10W on the left (portions toll). Take I-495 west to midtown Tunnel. Go through toll and enter left tube in Midtown Tunnel. Exit tunnel and stay in lane. Go left toward downtown. Turn right onto E 35th Street and go straight to 7th Avenue. Follow to 31st and & 7th. Hotel is on east side of 7th Avenue. 
· From LaGuardia Airport: Start out going northeast on La Guardia Road. Turn slightly left toward Terminal A/Marine Air Terminal/Rental Car Returns, then turn slight left onto Central Terminal Drive. Take the airport exit ramp. Merge onto Grand Central Parkway W toward Manhattan. Take the Brooklyn-Queens Expressway Exit 4 towards Staten Island/I-278W. Merge onto Brooklyn-Queens Expressway E and then merge onto I-278W/Brooklyn-Queens Expressway. Take the Long Island Expressway/I-495 exit 35-toward Midtown Tunnel/Eastern Long Island/Greenpoint Avenue. Merge onto I-495 W via exit 35W on the left toward Midtown Tunnel/Manhattan (portions toll) Take I-495 west to midtown Tunnel. Go through toll and enter left tube in Midtown Tunnel. Exit tunnel and stay in lane. Go left toward downtown. Turn right onto E 35th Street and go straight to 7th Avenue. Follow to 31st and & 7th. Hotel is on east side of 7th Avenue. 
· From Newark, NJ: Take the New Jersey Turnpike ramp toward New York and North, merge onto I-95 N/New Jersey Turnpike N towards Cars/Trucks-Buses (portions toll). Keep right and take I-95 N/New Jersey Turnpike N Toward I-80/Exits 15E-18E/US-46/Lincoln Tunnel (portions toll). Take exit 16E toward Lincoln Tunnel/New York City and keep left to take NJ-495 E/Lincoln Tunnel. Take the exit on the left toward I-495 E/42nd Street/Rt-9A/All Points. Stay straight to go onto Dyer Avenue. Turn right onto W 40th Street, turn right onto 9th Avenue, turn left onto W 38th Street and then turn right onto 7th Avenue. Follow to 31st and & 7th. Hotel is on east side of 7th Avenue.

· From Colorado Springs Airport – COS (78 miles from hotel): Take I-25 N to exit #210B, continue on Auraria Parkway which turns into Market Street. Turn right onto 14th Street, then left on Lawrence Street. Make a right onto 19th Street, then a right onto California. Hotel entrance is the first right after 18th Street. 
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
