OVERVIEW

BACKGROUND

The Federal Transit Administration (FTA) examines grantee performance and adherence to current FTA requirements and policies using several management tools.  The State Management Review is an FTA-initiated oversight procedure to determine whether a state is administering its FTA-funded programs in accordance with Federal transit law provisions 49 U.S.C. Chapter 53. The review process assesses the state's management practices and program implementation of the FTA-funded transit programs for ensure that they are being administered in accordance with specific FTA requirements.  The programs include the Section 5309, 5310, 5311, 5316, and 5317 programs, the Rural Transit Assistance Program (RTAP), and other related FTA-funded transportation programs.
WHO SHOULD ATTEND?

These workshops are for transit professionals responsible for program management or managing Federally-funded projects and professionals responsible for planning or managing transit service or compliance programs, particularly from State DOTs.  The workshops are designed to help attendees broaden their understanding of the Federal rules and regulations that shape and define their programs.

WORKSHOP LEADERS

The State Management Review Workshop will be conducted by transit professionals who are also reviewers for the FTA's State Management Program.  The instructors will provide guidance in each of the 21 areas to be reviewed, answer questions about how to respond to specific review areas, and share industry best practices.  Staff from the FTA will attend the workshop to answer questions about the State Management Review, assist you in any area related to your FTA grant program, and refer you to printed guidelines or other resources should you require additional information.

DIRECTIONS

The Sheraton Los Angeles Downtown Hotel is located in the heart of the downtown financial district. The contemporary business and convention hotel is an easy walk from the Los Angeles Convention Center and the Staples Center as well as the adjoining LA Live – a 4-million square foot sports and entertainment destination.
From Los Angeles International Airport: Take Sepulveda Boulevard South to CA-105 East. Proceed to 110 North to 6th Street exit. Follow 6th Street to Hope Street and turn right. The hotel is located on the right.
From LAX using Metro:
Ride Flyaway Union Station from World Way North/Tom Bradley Terminal heading south.  Exit Patsaouras Plaza/Bus Bay 9.  Ride Metro Rail Red Line (Wilshire-Western Station) heading west. Exit 7th Street Metro Center Station.
From Bob Hope Airport: Exit the airport on West Empire Avenue. Turn left on North Buena Vista Street. Turn right on North San Fernando Boulevard. 
Take left ramp onto Interstate-5 South toward Los Angeles. Take the Pasadena Freeway/Los Angeles exit onto CA-110 South toward Pasadena Freeway/Los Angeles. Take the 6th Street/Wilshire Boulevard/Downtown/4th Street/3rd Street exit onto West 6th Street toward 6th Street/Wilshire Boulevard. Turn right on South Hope Street.
From Bob Hope Airport using Metro:

Ride Metro Bus 94 (Downtown LA-Hill-Venice) from Hollywood WY/Burbank Airport (SW corner) heading south to Hill Street/6th Street (NW corner).

From East: Take Interstate 10 West to Interstate 110 North and exit at 9th Street. Follow 9th Street and turn left at the third intersection (7th and South Hope Streets). 
From North: Take Interstate 110 South toward 4th/6th Streets, and exit at Wilshire Boulevard. Follow Wilshire Boulevard to the intersection of 7th and South Hope Streets. Turn right at South Hope Street. 
From West: Take Interstate 105 East to Interstate 110 North and exit at 9th Street. Follow 9th Street and turn left at the third intersection (7th and South Hope Streets). 
From South: Take Interstate 110 North and exit at 9th Street. Follow 9th Street and turn left at the third intersection (7th and South Hope Streets).
