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FY 2009 NEW GRANTEE WORKSHOP

OVERVIEW

BACKGROUND

Public transit systems and agencies that receive federal grants must comply with federal regulations in 23 areas in order to establish and maintain their grants.  The Federal Transit Administration's (FTA) New Grantee Triennial Review Workshop provides an opportunity for transit systems and other public agencies to get up-to-date information on these critical requirements, in addition to receiving additional information relevant to new grantees in the areas of grant application and grant management considerations.

Congress mandates Triennial Reviews for agencies receiving Urbanized Area Formula Program funds, U.S.C. 49, Section 5307.  The New Grantee Workshop provides guidance and reference material in each of the areas subject to review, in addition to information on grant application and grant management processes.  During the two-day program, you will also have the opportunity to share information, experiences, and best practices with transit professionals from other agencies and the FTA.  The workshop is free of charge, but participants are responsible for room, board, and transportation.

WHO SHOULD ATTEND?

Triennial Review Workshops are designed for grantees responsible for planning or managing transit service or compliance programs, as well as those responsible for developing grant applications and managing federally funded programs.  As a result of the 2000 census, there are a number of agencies receiving urbanized area formula grants for the first time.  Staff members of these agencies, as well as new staff members of existing grant recipients who will have responsibility for working with the FTA, are encouraged to attend.

Due to space limitations, two registrants per grantee/agency will be accepted, up to a maximum of forty attendees for the Workshop.  Additional registrations will be accepted on a space-available basis.  Please contact Janisha Richardson or Mariela Perdomo at (571) 257-5090 with any questions.

WORKSHOP LEADERS

The New Grantee Triennial Review Workshop will be conducted by transit professionals who are reviewers for the FTA's Triennial Review Program. Staff from the FTA will attend the workshop to answer questions, assist you in any area related to your FTA grant program, and refer you to printed guidelines or other resources should you require additional information.

From New York/JF Kennedy - JFK Airport: 
Take Belt Pkwy west to Brooklyn/Queens Expressway (I-278) east; exit Atlantic Ave, turn right at light. Continue 4 lights to Boerum Place and turn left. Hotel is 5 blocks ahead on the right. 

Estimated taxi fare: $45.00 USD (one way) 

From New York/La Guardia - LGA Airport:

Take Grand Central Pkwy west to Brooklyn/Queens Expressway (I-278) to Tillary Street/Manhattan Bridge exit. Make left turn at Adams Street. Proceed to second light. Hotel is on the left. 

Estimated taxi fare: $35.00 USD (one way) 

From Newark - EWR Airport:

Take NJ Turnpike to Holland Tunnel (Exit 14C). Exit onto Canal Street East to Manhattan Bridge. Exit onto Flatbush Avenue Extension.  Right turn onto Tillary Street. Left turn onto Adams Street. Proceed to second light. Hotel is on left. 

From Port Authority Bus Terminal 40th Street and 8th Avenue in midtown Manhattan (served by numerous suburban New York and New Jersey bus lines) Take the 8th Avenue A or C subway downtown to Jay Street, Borough Hall.  This is the second stop in Brooklyn – approximately 20 - 25 minutes travel time

 

From Penn Station Terminal 33rd Street and 8th Avenue in midtown Manhattan (served by Long Island Rail Road, New Jersey Transit and Amtrak).  Take either 8th Avenue A or C subway downtown to Jay Street, Borough Hall.  This is the second stop in Brooklyn. Second option --  7th Avenue downtown platform for either 2 or 3 express subway line to Borough Hall second stop in Brooklyn.  Either option is approximately 20 – 25 minutes travel time

 

From PATH Terminal 33rd Street and 6th Avenue in midtown Manhattan (served by PATH).  Take F Sixth Avenue subway line downtown to Jay Street Borough Hall.  This is the second stop in Brooklyn – approximately 20 - 25 minutes travel time.

 

From Grand Central Terminal 42nd Street and Park Avenue in midtown Manhattan (served by Metro North Rail Road from New York and Connecticut ).  Take either the 4 or 5 subway downtown to Borough Hall, Brooklyn.  This is the first stop in Brooklyn – approximately 20 – 25 minutes travel time

 

From PATH Terminal World Trade Center in downtown Manhattan (served by PATH).  Walk two blocks east to Broadway.  Take either the 4 or 5 subway downtown to Borough Hall.  This is the first stop in Brooklyn – approximately 10 minutes travel time.

 

From Flatbush Avenue, Brooklyn LIRR Terminal (served by Long Island Rail Road).  Take the 2,3,4 or 5 Manhattan bound subway to Borough Hall, Brooklyn – approximately 5 minutes travel time.
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
