Project: Expanded paratransit service hours in Greater Waterbury ($44,578 federal share).

Iowa

Applicant: Iowa Department of Transportation 
1. Subrecipient: Cedar Rapids (Five Seasons Transportation)
Five Seasons Transportation is requesting New Freedom funds to provide enhanced service for the Aging Services, Inc.’s Adult Day Health Center clients. This would allow clients that are unable to attend the adult day health center due to a gap in transportation services a means of attending the center.($25,000 federal share). 

2. Subrecipient: Iowa City Transit
Iowa City proposes to use New Freedom funding to continue the expansion of transit service to Chatham Oaks Care Facility for persons with mental illness and mental retardation. This service would operate 12 trips per day, 5 days per week for a total of 20 hours of service each week. The transit system would purchase a 40’ bus for this purpose. ($131,012 federal share).
3. Subrecipient: Sioux City Transit
Project: Sioux City Transit’s New Freedom project proposes to expand their demand response service for after hours and weekend service. Funding for this project would be used to subsidize the cost for curb-to-curb and door-to-door service outside of the normal service hours for fixed route and paratransit service currently being provided ($61,378 federal share).
4. Subrecipient: Ames
Project: Enhanced service to individuals in wheel-chairs who exceed the eligibility requirement of the ADA regulation. There are several individuals in Ames, Iowa who have disabilities that would not make them eligible for ADA paratransit service under the strict interpretation of the ADA eligibility requirements, but CyRide has made them eligible for all trips so that they have options when they want to travel. All of the individuals use wheelchairs and are able to get to a bus stop and use the fixed route bus, except in the most extreme weather conditions. Instead of making them conditionally eligible based on the weather, CyRide allows them to use the paratransit service for any trips they choose so they can make their travel decisions based on their needs and wants, rather than forcing them to use a fixed route service and creating an undue hardship on them. While this service is not new, it does go well beyond what is required by ADA and provides choices (Freedom) for the passengers in wheelchairs. This service would quality under FTA’s guidance published March 15, 2006, page 13465, as “a public transportation alternative beyond those required by the ADA”. Also, purchase one 40’ HD bus (ADA) to increase fixed route accessibility more quickly than would be possible under a normal rollingstock replacement schedule. The purchase of this vehicle will allow for an increased frequency of service with ADA compliant vehicles ($193,258 federal share). 

5. Subrecipient: Cedar Rapids
Project: Cedar Rapids has several projects. The first is for the funding of the expansion of their Volunteer Transportation services for disabled seniors and others with disabilities administered by Aging Services, Inc., and partially funded by FST&P. This funding would be used to increase staff coordination time of rides; monitoring program guidelines; maintaining program statistics, and mileage reimbursement of volunteer drivers ($24,552 federal share). 

Another Cedar Rapids project is for their CABS program. New Freedom funds would enable CABS to provide a total of eight personal use passes per month to program participants, with six of those passes being unrestricted. Most of the rides are for work related trips and a few are for a number of "non-work" related trips (i.e. grocery shopping, medical appointments, church, etc.).($20,643 federal share).

Cedar Rapids would also like to use New Freedom funds toward their Accessible Taxi program. The Accessible Taxi program according to the New Freedoms guidance is considered beyond ADA. Therefore, funding will help offset doubling of fuel costs and insurance costs. The current service operates 24 hours a day, 7 days per week. Expenditures for funding could potentially be used toward vehicle fuel and maintenance, wages, insurance, management fee, etc. FTA’s interim guidance for New Freedom (Federal Register March 15, 2006, pages 13466-13467) allows support for accessible taxi service.($24,435 federal share).

Another project would assist with the operating expenses of running a second vehicle for the Accessible Taxi program. This second vehicle would expand the operation from 8:00 a.m. to noon and 1:00 p.m. to 5:00 p.m allowing more individuals to access the service and for greater flexibility of the service. Expenditures for this funding could potentially be used toward vehicle fuel and maintenance, wages, and insurance.($4634 federal share).
