OPPORTUNITY TO SHOWCASE TRANSIT TECHNOLOGIES IN INDIA   SEPTEMBER 24 THRU 28, 2007
 

A team of officials of the Federal Transit Administration (FTA) led by Sherry Little, Deputy Administrator, will be visiting India from September 24 thru September 28.  The team will be participating in the following events.

 

1)      India Urban Space 2007 Conference (http://www.indiausp.org/) at Mumbai

 

a)      Public Transport Workshop (http://www.indiausp.org/?q=node/132) on September 27

b)     Meeting on September 28 to meet executives of Indian Transit agencies, high level officials of Indian companies that offer goods and services to the urban transit industry, and US companies that participate in the Urban Expo (http://www.indiausp.org/?q=node/70) of the Urban Market Place (http://www.indiausp.org/?q=node/64) to facilitate exposure of capabilities of US companies to potential Indian customers

 

2)      Bus Rapid Transit (BRT) Workshop at Ahmedabad (The Ministry of Urban Development (MoUD), Government of India and the local host of the Ahmedabad BRT Workshop are also considering a Transit Technology Expo at the BRT Workshop from September 24 thru 26.  Details are expected in a week or so.  The audience at the workshop will mostly be transit executives and professionals. 

 

a)      BRT Workshop on September 25

b)     Possible informal get together in the evening of September 25 with executives and mid level professionals of Indian Transit agencies and US companies that participate in the Expo at BRT Workshop

c)      Meeting with Ahmedabad City Administration leadership to discuss their BRT and site visit

 

MoUD (http://urbanindia.nic.in/moud/moud.htm ) has planned and budgeted Indian Rupees 120 billion (US$3 billion) on improving and creating urban infrastructure in 63 cities across India in the next six years.  The Federal funds are matched by local resources and come from a program called the Jawaharlal Nehru National Urban Renewal Mission (JNNRUM) (http://urbanindia.nic.in/moud/programme/ud/jnnurm.htm ).  With public private partnerships, MoUD anticipates that the investment in urban transport could be as high as US$29 Billion.  Urban Transport is a major component and several cities such as Ahmedabad, Pune, Indore, and Nagpur are recipients of awards for BRT projects (http://www.itdp.org/PR/india_4_cities.html).  

 

India Urban Space 2007 (IndiaUSP 2007) is a first-of-its-kind national urban event which is being organized by MoUD in partnership with India Urban Space (a non-profit trust) to bring together stakeholders of urban India including urban transportation.  IndiaUSP 2007 is going to be held at Mumbai from 27 to 30 September, 2007.  According to the organizers, stakeholders of urban India (elected leaders, key government officials from 63 major Indian cities covered under the JNNURM, and key urban infrastructure firms, consultants, experts and citizens) are expected to come together on a single platform facilitating market connections, fostering learning and catalyzing change. 

 

The event includes Urban Expo which would expose participating cities to make the right choices for the funds available to them under urban infrastructure which includes urban transportation.  The Urban Expo provides an excellent opportunity for firms in urban infrastructure including urban transportation to showcase their capabilities as well as interact with all the JNNURM cities/states (http://www.jnnurm.nic.in/defaultud.aspx ).

 

In the recent months, Indian transit agencies have been showing interest in the following services/products.

 

· Companies that can conduct Detailed Project Reports (DPRs) for Transit Information Technology activities. Bangalore Metropolitan Transportation Corporation (BMTC) is interested in stabilizing/improving a GPS based online tracking system they currently have.  

· As India brings in Euro 1, Euro 2 and Euro 3 buses, the trade off between fuel efficiency and environmental efficiency is becoming increasingly more important and costly for fleet operators.  Companies that can provide more environmentally efficient engines at lesser costs will be of interest. 

· Low cost LED Boards of high quality for transit signs. 

· Suppliers of buses and bus sub systems. 

· Suppliers of railcars and other systems of Metro rail. 

· Suppliers who can provide technologies for large depots that can accommodate 500 to 600 buses. 

· Suppliers of intelligent transportation technologies for transit such as automatic vehicle location, real time passenger information, fare collection, traffic signal priority, scheduling systems, and GIS systems 

· Public/private partnerships 

· Architectural and Engineering Services
· Developing comprehensive mobility plans

· Project management consultancy
